	Learning centers are well defined and appropriately separated (3 sides).

	Learning centers are separated into active and quiet areas. 

	
	

	3
	Suggested learning centers: Math/Science, Pretend & Learn, ABC, Construction, Library/Listening, Art and Writing. 

	
	

	4
	Classroom Management Plan for each learning center is available with the word and picture with the number of children that can go to that center. *Each center management plan is posted at child’s eye level. 

	
	

	5
	Classroom Management Plan includes child’s name and picture. 

	
	

	6
	Shelves and materials are labeled with name followed by a picture of the item. 

	
	

	7
	Classroom rules are stated positively with words and pictures that are posted at children’s eye level.  

	
	

	8
	Daily schedule is interactive with activity name and picture that is placed at children’s eye level.  

	
	

	9
	Children’s work is neatly displayed and is current. (More children’s work is visible than commercial posters.)

	
	

	10
	Posters are placed at children’s eye level and serve an instructional purpose. 

	
	

	11
	Helpers chart includes appropriate classroom jobs that are assigned on a weekly basis.  

	
	

	12
	Children’s names with their pictures are located in several places around the room.
(Examples: letter walls, cubbies, writing center, helpers chart, sign-in, management center tags) 

	
	

	13
	Written lesson plans are available and current and demonstrate a strong thematic connection.

	
	

	15
	Lesson plans are based on Pre-K guidelines or curriculum objectives. 

	
	

	16
	Thematic connections are visible in centers and activities.

	
	

	18
	Writing opportunities are available in most centers and have a variety of materials. 

	
	

	21
	Writing with children is evident: daily news, morning message, journaling, dictation, response to literature, etc.

	
	

	22
	Individual journals are easily accessible to the children and have current entries. *Date or stamp each entry. 

	
	

	23
	Books are located throughout the room and in centers. They include a variety of genres and thematic books.

	Letter Wall is available at eye level and displayed in alphabetical order from left to right. (Three rows or fewer)

	
	

	29
	Letter Wall has room for placement of 4–5 words under each letter, is interactive, and includes weekly additions.

	
	

	34
	Portfolios are created for each child and contain dated samples of work that show growth over time. Entries may include: self-portraits, writing, math, science, story dictations, anecdotal notes, and assessment results.  
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
