Qualifications for Secondary Literacy Coaches*
The following qualifications should be sought and developed in literacy coaches and all who perform coaching actions with secondary school staff:

· Strong foundation in literacy credentials and/or experience in literacy instruction and assessment
· Strong knowledge of literacy acquisition processes and problems in literacy development
· Familiarity with Response to Intervention (RTI) 

· Knowledge of screening and progress monitoring measures and interpretation of data

· Ability to guide others in the use of data for instruction
· Strong leadership skills 
· Familiarity with adult learning
· Knowledge of how to work with teachers and how to foster an atmosphere of inquiry
· Familiarity with the target student age groups 
· Excellent classroom teaching skills
· Strong personal literacy and communication skills 
· Excellent presentation skills 
· Excellent interpersonal skills
· Credentials and/or experience in specific content areas in which literacy coaching may take place (e.g., English language arts and reading, mathematics, science, and social studies)
